Light Rail will start with light rail from the City Centre
to Mangere and eventually connect to the North Shore
and North West. Planning is already underway on the
Waitemata Harbour Connections project to look at
extending rapid transit across the harbour.

Light Rail will help us create vibrant, compact centres
where people choose to live, work and play close to
home. With light rail at your doorstep, connecting to
other parts of the rapid transit network, you can go

from one area to another without relying on a car.
